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The course introduces students to
economic planning for implementing
projects through market studies,
demand estimation and direct and
indirect benefits of projects. It also
discusses achievements standards, and
social and private benefits of private
and public projects, projects impact on
economic developments, resource
utilization, and transfer of technology,
preparing reports of feasibility study is

required for this course.
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
