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(2107461) Islamic Banking (3 Cr)

This course is designed to teach students
the principles of Islamic Banking and to
highlight the differences between Islamic
and conventional banking. It explores the
sources and uses of money for Islamic
banks and their role in investing funds for
economic development. Furthermore, it
introduces students to the financial
services provided by Islamic banks and
how they differ from conventional banks.
Finally, this course introduces the
problems that face Islamic banks in
practice including their relationship with
central banks and other banks and how

they can find solutions for them
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
